Summer High Tower Challenge 2008, sponsored by Hull Cartridge Company.

The Challenge this year proved to be very successful attracting some 380 entries
across the classes, Andrew used a different format this year in that there were only “full
use” targets on stands 1 & 5 rather than every stands as in previous years, he put on
some very long targets from the tower and that cursed “D” teal, combinations were
clever mixing very close and very far, slow & quick targets as report pairs, Andrew had
set the course to be won with 44/45, although some could see a 47!!. On the whole the
layout was well received with some favorable comments being received in the
clubhouse.

This years High Tower Supremo was Simon Warbrick-Smith with an impressive 44,
Simon held the lead for 4 2 weeks after beating Martin Myers's 42 which was shot 4
days earlier. Which left Ed Solomons to take Pro Class (AAA & AA) High Gun, Tony
Leonard Open cash class (A and below) and Andy Nixon High Gun in Cartridge Class
(B class and below).

Many of the countries top shots tried and failed to knock him off the top spot even at the
11th hour, just take a look at the names on the list and you will see what an impressive
win it was!
